1. CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Terrence D. Spexarth on Monday, September 15, 2014 at 7:00 p.m. called the regular monthly meeting of the Colwich City Council to order. 
ATTENDANCE
Present were Mayor Terrence D. Spexarth, Councilmembers Mike Kraus, Stephanie Guy, Cheryl Reichenberger and Pamela Winegarner. 
Staff members present were William Gondoly, Public Works Director; Stanley Juhnke, City Attorney; Mark Hinkle, Police Chief; Brad Banz, Fire Chief and Diana Brooks, City Clerk.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Mayor Spexarth led the audience, staff and Council in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Uphold the recommendation of Mayor Spexarth and appoint Robert Winter to fulfill the unexpired term of Sharon Scroggins

Mayor Spexarth requested the Council appoint Robert Winter to fill the unexpired term of Sharon Scroggins.


Councilman Kraus moved that the Council uphold the recommendation of Mayor Spexarth and appoint Robert Winter to fill the unexpired term of Sharon Scroggins.  Councilwoman Winegarner second the motion.  Motion approved 4-0.

PURCHASE REQUESTS AND ITEMS NEEDING COUNCIL ACTION
A.
Review of the request to approve an alternate delegate to the Kansas League of Municipalities annual conference in Wichita

Mayor Spexarth reminded Council that the motion at the last meeting nominated Councilwoman Scroggins to be the alternate delegate for the annual business meeting at the League of Kansas Municipalities in October.  He requested the Council nominate a replacement delegate.
Councilwoman Reichenberger moved that the Council approve Diana Brooks as the alternate delegate for the 2014 League of Kansas Municipalities annual business session to be held in Wichita during the annual conference.  Councilwoman Winegarner second the motion.  Motion approved 5-0. 
B.
Review of the request to enter into a service agreement with Utility Service for the servicing of the water tower – Steve Woodward

Mr. Steve Woodward, Utility Service, detailed the program developed by Utility Service for continued maintenance and upkeep of water towers and presented a proposal for rehabbing the tower spreading the cost over a five-year period. He stated that in year six the annual payment reflected the maintenance cost only with the contract potentially increasing every third year by five percent.

The consensus of the Council was to review the proposal, get references from other cities using the service, and continue to look over the contracts and discuss the matter at a date to be determined.

Review of the request to adopt Ordinance No 669 adopting the 2014 Standard Traffic Ordinance

Councilwoman Guy moved that the Council adopt Ordinance No. 669 adopting the 2014 Standard Traffic Ordinance for Kansas Cities Edition 2014.  Councilwoman Reichenberger second the motion.  Motion approved 5-0 with Councilman Winter voting yea; Councilwoman Guy voting yea; Councilwoman Winegarner voting yea; Councilman Kraus voting yea; and Councilwoman Reichenberger voting yea.
D.
Review of the request to adopt Ordinance No. 670 adopting the 2014 Uniform Public Offense Code 


Councilwoman Guy moved that the Council adopt Ordinance No. 670 adopting the Uniform Public Offense Code for Kansas Cities Edition 2014.  Councilwoman Winegarner second the motion.  Motion approved 5-0 with Councilman Winter voting yea; Councilwoman Guy voting yea; Councilwoman Winegarner voting yea; Councilman Kraus voting yea; and Councilwoman Reichenberger voting yea.
E.
Review of the request to approve a Temporary Special Event Permit for the Beer Garden at the Heritage Festival – Steve Fessenden – Keg Sports Bar and Grill


Councilwoman Reichenberger moved that the Council approve the Temporary Special Event Permit and CMB license for Steve Fessenden to hold the Beer Garden at the Heritage Festival at the Tennis Court and waive the distance requirement per the City Code as it is within 200 ft of the church.  Councilman Kraus second the motion.  Motion approved 5-0.

Councilwoman Guy moved that the Council approve the consent agenda A-C as presented. Councilman Kraus second the motion.  Motion approved 5-0.

A.
Heritage Festival

Ms. Mary Ann Morrison, Chairperson, reported that donations and car show entries were slow, and all events were planned and ready for the day with the Colwich Library hosting a cake-decorating contest at the REC.
B.
Park Committee


Councilwoman Guy thanked Councilman Kraus for his work on the park shelter at Colwich Memorial Park and requested the Council approve the construction of a shade sail structure near the playground at Colwich Memorial Park in an amount not to exceed $750.

Councilwoman Guy moved that the Council approve up to $750 to build a shade sail structure for the playground at Colwich Memorial Park.  Councilwoman Winegarner second the motion.  Motion approved 5-0.

Councilwoman Guy informed the Council that the vault toilet installation will take place in November and she will continue to work on a barbeque grill and plaque honoring James Martin for the newly constructed park shelter.

C.
Marketing Committee


Councilwoman Reichenberger stated she and the City Clerk were working on holiday items.  Mayor Spexarth stated that the ribbon cutting at Results Realty went well.
D.
Annexation and FEMA Committee –   Councilwoman Winegarner reported she recently received the files from Ms. Scroggins.  Mayor Spexarth asked Councilman Winter to assist Councilwoman Winegarner on this Committee.
E.
Library Board – Mayor Spexarth stated the August report was in the packet. 
7.
DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS

A.
City Engineer – Mr. Ben Mabry, City Engineer, reported that Mayer Specialty Services found two breaks in the sewer line during the pre-construction televising of the line between Breese and 1st Street that the installing of the sleeve will not fix.  Mayor Spexarth reminded the Council of the two companies who do this type of work and suggested contacting Mies Construction who performed the last repairs at a reasonable cost.

Councilwoman Reichenberger left the room at 8:34 p.m.

Councilman Kraus moved that the Council authorize the Mayor to make a judgment call on this project.  Councilwoman Winegarner second the motion.  Motion approved 4-0 as Councilwoman Reichenberger was out of the room.


Councilwoman Reichenberger returned at 8:37 p.m.
B.
Fire – Chief Banz presented the monthly report.
C.
Public Works – William Gondoly, Public Works Director presented the monthly report. He explained that Bruce Seiler allows the City to use his equipment to mow and asked the Council to reimburse Mr. Seiler for tires on the equipment in lieu of renting the equipment.

Councilwoman Guy moved that the Council approve reimbursing Bruce Seiler for the cost to replace the rear tires in lieu of any rental cost in the amount of $1,200.  Councilman Kraus second the motion.  Motion approved 5-0.


Councilwoman Guy expressed concerns that the water loss had not gone down below 16% with the Council suggesting to continue the meter replacement program.


Councilwoman Winegarner moved that the Council approve the purchase of 100 meters at a total cost of $11,700.  Councilman Kraus second the motion.  Motion approved 5-0.


Councilman Kraus stated he spoke with the township regarding the possibility of purchasing their dump truck and stated they would discuss it at their next meeting.  He requested that the City Engineer design an ADA compliant sidewalk ramp for the intersections so that contractors would know the current ADA design.
D.
Police Department – Chief Hinkle presented the monthly report.
E.
City Attorney – Mr. Stanley Juhnke, City Attorney, had nothing to report.  
F.
City Clerk - Ms. Brooks presented the monthly report.
8.
GOVERNING BODY COMMENTS
Councilwoman Guy presented a sample of material and two concepts for a city sign to hang from the Administrative building at a cost of $225.
Councilwoman Reichenberger moved that the Council approve the purchase of a city sign for a maximum amount of $250.00.  Councilwoman Guy second the motion.  Motion approved 5-0.

Mayor Spexarth informed the Council that on October 15 twenty-five Andale High School students would perform approximately two hours of community service.  He stated that Mr. Penney would begin repairs on the City Building and Library in the next couple of weeks.

9.
EXECUTIVE SESSION 
Mayor Spexarth requested an executive session for discussion of non-elected personnel for a period of 20 minutes.
Councilwoman Guy moved that the Council recess into executive session for discussion of non-elected personnel for a period of 20 minutes beginning at 9:00 p.m. for everyone at the table being the Mayor, Council and City Attorney.  Councilwoman Reichenberger second the motion.  Motion approved 5-0.

William Gondoly was called into executive session at 9:00 p.m. and left at 9:05 p.m. Chief Brad Banz was called into the executive session at 9:05 p.m. and left at 9:20 p.m.
Councilwoman Guy moved that the Council move out of executive session at 9:20 p.m.  Councilman Kraus second the motion.  Motion approved 5-0.
Councilwoman Reichenberger moved that the Council recess into executive session for discussion of non-elected personnel for a period of 15 minutes beginning at 9:25 p.m. for everyone at the table being the Mayor, Council and City Attorney.  Councilman Kraus second the motion.  Motion approved 5-0.

Chief Mark Hinkle was called into executive session at 9:26 p.m. and left at 9:40 p.m.
Councilwoman Winegarner moved that the Council move out of executive session at 9:40 p.m.  Councilman Kraus second the motion.  Motion approved 5-0.
Councilman Winter moved that the Council move into regular session at 9:40 p.m.  Councilwoman Guy second the motion.  Motion approved 5-0.

Mayor Spexarth stated there was no binding action taken in executive session.

Councilwoman Reichenberger moved that the Council approve increasing Derrek Brenner’s pay $1.50 per hour retroactive to May 18th. Councilwoman Winegarner second the motion.  Motion approved 5-0.
Councilman Kraus moved that the Council hire Michael Rau at $15.50 per hour, upon completion of Firefighter 1 training he would receive a $.25 per hour raise, upon completion of Firefighter 2 training he would receive a $.25 per hour raise; and with Firefighter 1 to be completed within 12-months of employment and work out a timeline for advancement.  Councilwoman Guy second the motion.  Motion carried 4-1 with Councilwoman Reichenberger voting nay.
Mayor Spexarth reiterated to Mr. Rau that the City would pay for the classes but the classes would be on Mr. Rau’s own time.  Mr. Rau clarified that the classes were during the day and the City would be willing to work around the class schedule.  Mayor Spexarth stated this was correct and that the Council would like to see a timetable for Mr. Rau’s advancement.
Councilwoman Winegarner moved that the Council approve hiring Nicholas Piatt as a Police Officer at $16.50 per hour.  Councilman Winter second the motion.  Motion approved 4-1 with Councilman Kraus voting nay.

There being no further business, Councilwoman Reichenberger moved for adjournment at 9:45 p.m. Councilman Kraus second the motion.  Motion approved 5-0.
