1. CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Terrence D. Spexarth on Monday, November 17, 2014 at 7:00 p.m. called the regular monthly meeting of the Colwich City Council to order. 
ATTENDANCE
Present were Mayor Terrence D. Spexarth, Councilmembers Mike Kraus, Stephanie Guy, Cheryl Reichenberger, Pamela Winegarner and Robert Winter. 
Staff members present were William Gondoly, Public Works Director; Stanley Juhnke, City Attorney; Mark Hinkle, Police Chief; Brad Banz, Fire Chief and Diana Brooks, City Clerk.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Mayor Spexarth led the audience, staff and Council in the Pledge of Allegiance with Fr. Hoisington presenting the invocation.

CITIZEN COMMENTS
There were no citizen comments
4.
PURCHASE REQUESTS AND ITEMS NEEDING COUNCIL ACTION
A.
Review of the request to adopt Ordinance No. 671 Article 5, Section 23, and Article 19 Section 200 of the Standard Traffic Ordinance

Chief Mark Hinkle, Chief of Police, informed the Council of the notification received from the League of Kansas Municipalities of typographical errors in the published edition of the 2014 Standard Traffic Ordinance and recommended Ordinance No. 671 be adopted correcting the errors.


Councilwoman Reichenberger moved that the Council adopt Ordinance No. 671 adopting the amendments to the Standard Traffic Ordinance for Kansas Cities Edition 2014.  Councilwoman Winegarner second the motion.  Motion approved 5-0 with Councilwoman Guy voting yea; Councilman Winter voting yea; Councilwoman Winegarner voting yea; Councilman Kraus voting yea and Councilwoman Reichenberger voting yea.
B.
Review of the request to approve a service agreement with Canon for a new copier in the City Administrative Center


Ms. Diana K. Brooks, City Clerk stated that Canon approached the City regarding the possibility of entering into a lease purchase agreement for a new color copier. She detailed the terms, costs, and features of the machine being considered  and presented a second proposal from 360 Document Solutions detailing the terms, costs, and features of the machine they proposed.

The consensus of the Council was to continue with the current lease purchase agreement with Canon and budget for a new copier in 2016.

C.
Review of the amended Animal Control section in the City Code of Ordinances and adopt Ordinance No. 672


Mayor Spexarth informed the Council of the confusion surrounding the intentions expressed at the last Council meeting and stated that all tickets written after the last Council meeting received amendments changing them to warnings with the exception of the two long form complaints. 

Mayor Spexarth requested the Council review the animal control chapter of the code page by page and make the necessary corrections.  The Council made extensive corrections and asked the City Clerk to present a revised copy at the December meeting.

Review of the request to purchase five Helmets for the Fire Department


Mayor Spexarth stated that three bids for the purchase of five helmets were included in the packet for review.  Chief Banz stated that he budgeted for replacement of the helmets and that the helmets were at the end of their life expectancy.


Councilwoman Guy moved that the Council approve to purchase the five new fire helmets at a cost of $205 each plus freight.  Councilwoman Winegarner second the motion.  Motion approved 5-0

Discussion of holiday bonuses


Mayor Spexarth reminded the Council that in the past they gave holiday bonuses to the full and part-time employees and requested Council’s direction.


Councilwoman Reichenberger moved that the Council approve the holiday bonuses at $200 for the full-time employees and $100 for the part-time employees.  Councilman Winter second the motion.  Motion approved 4-1 with Councilman Kraus voting nay.

Councilwoman Guy expressed concerns regarding frozen ground as the vault toilets’ expected delivery date was the end of December.  Mr. William Gondoly, Public Works Director stated that Mr. Bruce Seiler was going to donate bales of hay to try to keep the ground from freezing.

Councilwoman Guy questioned if the Council would be interested in cost sharing a splash park similar to the method used in the creation of the veteran’s memorial.  Ms. Brooks stated that her recommendations to Council would be not to transfer funds from the general fund as the reduction in the amount carried over may place an unnecessary shortage in the general fund.
