Mayor Terrence D. Spexarth on Monday, December 15, 2014 at 7:00 p.m. called the regular monthly meeting of the Colwich City Council to order.

4.
PURCHASE REQUESTS AND ITEMS NEEDING COUNCIL ACTION
A.
Review of the amended Animal Control section in the City Code of Ordinances and adopt Ordinance No. 672

Mayor Spexarth reminded the Council of the reviewing of the Animal Control section of the City Code of Ordinances at the November meeting and presented Ordinance No. 672 adopting the revisions.


Councilman Kraus moved that the Council adopt Ordinance No. 672.  Councilman Winter second the motion.  Motion approved 3-0 with Councilman Winter voting yea; Councilwoman Winegarner voting yea; and Councilman Kraus voting yea.
B.
Review of the request to approve Resolution No. 469 setting the boundaries for the City of Colwich

Mayor Spexarth stated that the annexing of the railroad right-of-way into the City limits in 2014 required the adoption of a boundary resolution.

Councilman Kraus moved that the Council approve Resolution No. 469 setting the boundaries.  Councilwoman Winegarner second the motion. Motion approved 3-0. 

C.
Review of the request to purchase Personal Protective Equipment

Mayor Spexarth informed the Council that the fire chief was requesting to purchase one set of turnout gear in the amount of $1,380 and that three bids were taken with the best bid being Weis Fire and Safety Equipment.

Councilman Kraus moved that the Council accept the best bid in the amount of $1,380 for one set of turnout gear from Wies Fire.  Councilwoman Winegarner second the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.
D.
Review of the request to purchase TASERS

Chief Mark Hinkle, Chief of Police, requested to enter into a lease/purchase agreement for two Tasers under the Total Assurance Plan paying $2,327.10 initially and then for years two through five pay $185 and at the end of the 5th year, at no additional cost, the company will replace the Tasers.

Councilman Kraus moved that the Council approve to purchase the Tasers on the five-year program.  Councilman Winter second the motion.  Motion approved 3-0.

Review of the request to purchase Body Cameras

Chief Mark Hinkle, Chief of Police requested to purchase two body cameras in the amount of $1,800 with Digital Ally, the maker of the current in-car camera system.  He detailed the size, methods of activation, the video evidentiary quality and policies stipulating their use.

Councilwoman Winegarner moved that the Council approve the Police Department to purchase the body cameras from Digital Ally at a cost not to exceed $1,800.  Councilman Winter second the motion.  Motion approved 2-1 with Councilman Kraus voting nay.
