1. CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Terrence D. Spexarth on Monday, June 15, 2015 at 7:00 p.m. called the regular monthly meeting of the Colwich City Council to order. 
ATTENDANCE
Present were Mayor Terrence D. Spexarth, Councilmembers Robert Winter, Pamela Winegarner, Stephanie Guy, Angela Banz and Doyle Dodd.

Staff members present were William Gondoly, Public Works Director; Stanley Juhnke, City Attorney; Mark Hinkle, Police Chief; Brad Banz, Fire Chief and Diana Brooks, City Clerk.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Mayor Spexarth led the audience, staff and Council in the Pledge of Allegiance and amended the agenda to add Item G Purchase of Verizon Notebooks.

NOTICES AND COMMUNICATIONS
There were no notices or communications.
3.
CITIZEN COMMENTS
There were no citizen comments
4.
PURCHASE REQUESTS AND ITEMS NEEDING COUNCIL ACTION
A.
Drainage matter at 109 Cedar Ct – Howard Nichols

Mayor Spexarth reminded the Council of the drainage problem at 109 Cedar Ct and directed Council to the City Attorney’s correspondence to Mr. and Mrs. Nichols informing them of the private nature of the matter.
B.
Trash Service – Waste Connections and Waste Management


Mr. Stan Juhnke, City Attorney, explained that if the city wanted to enter into a franchise agreement with a single trash collector the City must follow the solid waste law.  He outlined the steps: first, approve a resolution of intent that set a public hearing and invite all interested parties; second, develop a plan; third, issue a request for proposal and finally, adopt an ordinance as required to begin the 18-month waiting period.

Councilmember Banz moved that the Council approve Resolution No. 470 authorizing the publication of the notice setting the public hearing for July 20th at  7:00 p.m. at the City Building.  Councilwoman Winegarner second the motion.  Motion carried 5-0.
C.
Parking on the east side of Colwich Lake


Mayor Spexarth presented pictures taken by Councilmember Banz of vehicles parking on the grass and spillway by Colwich Lake.  The suggestion was to place No Parking signs in the area to detour people from illegally parking.

D.
Discussion of reinstating Council pay


Mayor Spexarth stated that in the past Councilmembers received $60 for a regular meeting and $30 for a special meeting. He questioned if Councilmembers wanted to reinstate the pay schedule.


The consensus of the Council was to continue to waive their pay.

E.
Discussion of amending the Special Park budget


Ms. Diana K. Brooks, City Clerk, detailed the cost and reimbursement for the vault toilet and concrete work, the $20,000 budgeted transfer for 2015 transferred to the CIP (Capital Improvement Program) leaving $5,020 in the CIP for parks.  She stated that the Special Park Fund had $2,708 in expenditure authority remaining but had approximately $17,000 in cash and that in order to increase the expenditure authority the Special Park Fund budget would need amending.

There was extensive discussion regarding the purchasing of the old dock from EMC for $2,500, the potential cost for repairs, and the possibility of offering EMC less for the dock.

Councilmember Dodd moved that the Council approve the preparing of the paperwork for a public hearing to amend the budget for the Special Park Fund at the July 20th meeting.  Councilwoman Guy second the motion.  Motion carried 5-0.

Councilmember Dodd moved that the Council approve offering the insurance company a maximum of $1,000 for the old dock.  Councilwoman Guy second the motion.  Motion carried 3-2 with Councilwoman Winegarner and Councilmember Banz voting nay.

F.
Set a date for the budget work session in July


Mayor Spexarth requested Councilmembers set a public hearing for the week of July 13th.  The consensus of the Council was to hold the budget work session Tuesday, July 14th at 6:00 p.m.

G.
Discussion of purchase of Verizon notebook


Mayor Spexarth presented a bid from Verizon for eight (8) tablets at a cost of $99.99 per tablet with an overall monthly charge of $110.00.  


Councilmember Banz moved that the Council approve the purchase of eight (8) Verizon tablets at a cost of $99.99 each and a monthly service fee of $110.00.  Councilwoman Winegarner second the motion.  Motion carried 3-2 with Councilwoman Guy and Councilmember Dodd voting nay.

Park Committee


Councilwoman Guy stated that the committee did not meet in June and will not meet in July due to the holiday. She detailed the stocking schedule for the lake.

Mayor Spexarth reviewed the Council meeting minutes from 2010 and read the motion naming the parks as Colwich Memorial Park and Veterans Park.  The consensus of the Council was to keep the parks as named in 2010.

Annexation and FEMA Committee –   Mayor Spexarth reviewed pictures taken earlier in the day of the flooding proving the FEMA maps as redrawn appear to be accurate.
