1. CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Terrence D. Spexarth on Monday, April 18, 2016 at 7:00 p.m. called the regular monthly meeting of the Colwich City Council to order.

Mayor Spexarth led the audience, staff and Council in the Pledge of Allegiance.

PURCHASE REQUESTS AND ITEMS NEEDING COUNCIL ACTION
A.
Review of the request to approve the Temporary Special Event Permit and waive the distance requirement per City Code for the Colwich Ball Club Steak Feed – Steve Wappelhorst

Mayor Spexarth reminded Council of the annual request to approve a Temporary Special Event Permit and waive the distance requirement per City Code as the park is located within 200 ft. of Colwich Garden’s Assisted Living Center.  Mayor Spexarth clarified with Mr. Wappelhorst that the alcohol would remain within the fenced area of the ball fields.  Mr. Wappelhorst stated this was correct.

Councilmember Dodd moved that the Council approve the Temporary Special Event permit and waive the distance requirement per the City Code with the alcohol remaining within the fenced area of the ball fields.  Councilman Winter second the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.
B.
Review of the request to approve the employee health insurance with Blue Cross Blue Shield

Ms. Diana K. Brooks, City Clerk reviewed the new rates for the current employee health insurance plan with Blue Cross Blue Shield. She stated the new rates showed a 12% increase due to the age of the group and the overall increase in the cost of healthcare.  Mayor Spexarth stated that the City Clerk requested a comparative plan to give the Council an idea of what the cost would be to the employees and City if the coverage was taken out from under the grandfather clause.  He stated even though the comparative plan was beneficial to the City it would be overly damaging to the employees and their overall health plan benefits.

Councilwoman Banz moved that the Council accept the new rate schedule for the current plan.  Councilmember Dodd second the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.
